Over 100,000 places will be available for free
across the five-day event, and a ballot will be held to select participants.

Selected trainers will receive a notification email from 11 March 2019, and another email on a later
date containing a QR code that serves as a ticket to the event. Participation in the event is limited to
the day stated in the confirmation email, in order to give as many trainers a chance to take part.
